SYNOPSIS

AFTER THE APOCALYPSE is a futuristic fable about five survivors trying to make sense of a New World after a devastating urban catastrophe challenges their basic human needs.

 

Set in a bleak, post-urban landscape in the aftermath of the Third World War, the film presents a strangely limited environment where a single woman and four men are forced to communicate without words as a result of destructive gasses from the war. When their pasts are erased by the war, they are forced to recreate their lives both individually and collectively.

Yasuaki has been hiding since the war, but his first day outside finds him in danger.  He is rescued and taught survival lessons by Zorikh, the over-protective/possessive husband of pregnant Jacqueline, the planet's last known female.  Moises, a former clown, just wants to entertain and be accepted, but Zorikh prefers no other men get near Jacqueline.  Sickness and power struggles threaten all human relationships, but in the end it is up to Yasuaki and his friend, Oscar, to rescue Jacqueline from the ailing Zorikh, and insure the survival of the human race. 

STATEMENT OF THE DIRECTOR

After four years of cleaning high-rise windows in Tokyo, I quit my job in 1994 and went to Australia to hitchhike around the continent with a backpack and tent for six months. I spoke no English, knew nobody, belonged nowhere and felt like a ghost in the desert--a person who just appeared out of nowhere with no past. But I realized I needed to survive wherever I was. I needed to find food, a place to sleep, have sex and make friends. I struggled because I couldn't speak the language, but I learned it is possible to connect with people in other ways--through their eyes and their body language. That's what inspired me to make this film. "After the Apocalypse" is about universal communication and needs. It is a futuristic drama that shows how people discover one another beyond words.
